Ss Timothy & Titus, Bishops (Memorial) – 26 January:
Ss Timothy and Titus were both disciples of St Paul, who addressed to them three of his Epistles.  St Timothy (+ 97) accompanied the Apostle on many of his journeys and eventually became bishop of Ephesus.  According to tradition, he was beaten to death by a mob when he opposed the worship of Dionysus.
St Titus (+ c.96) seems to have served as the first bishop of Crete.


St Angela Merici, Virgin (Opt Mem) – 27 January:
St Angela Merici (1474-1540) was born near Verona, Italy, and devoted herself to the education of girls and the care of the sick.  In 1516 she founded the Institute of St Ursula (Ursulines), the first teaching order for women approved by the Church.


St Thomas Aqiomas, Priest and Doctor of the Church (Memorial) – 28 January:
St Thomas Aquinas (c.1224-1274) was a Dominican friar who became one of the most important Christian philosophers and theologians.  Known as the ‘Angelic Doctor’, he had an astonishing mastery of scholastic theology and a profound holiness of life.  His greatest work, the Summa Theologica, is still widely used.  Pope Leo XIII declared him patron of Catholic schools.


St John Bosco, Priest (Memorial) – 31 January:
 St John Bosco (1815-1888) was born in Piedmont (Italy) and devoted his life to Catholic education.  The ‘Apostle of Youth’ founded the Salesian Order, named in honour of St Francis de Sales, and with the help of St Mary Mazzarello, the Daughters of Mary Help of Christians.
Despite meeting much opposition, his aim was, above all, to educate through love.
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
