St Polycarp, Bishop and Martyr (Memorial) – 23 February: 
St Polycarp (+c.155) was converted to Christianity by St John the 
Evangelist.  He was later ordained bishop of Smyrna (now Izmir, 
Turkey).  As an old man he was urged by the Roman proconsul to 
renounce Christ in order to save his life.  The saint replied, ‘For eighty-
six years I have served him and he has never wronged me.  How can I 
renounce the King who has saved me?’  He was executed and his body 
burnt; his followers collected his relics and wrote an account of his life 
and martyrdom. 
 
 

St Gregory of Narek, Abbot and Doctor of the Church (Opt 
Mem) – 27 February: 
St Gregory of Narek (c.950-1011) was an Armenian monk who spent 
most of his life in the region around Lake Van (Turkey).  He was a 
teacher of theology and a mystic, whose writings include a work on the 
Song of Songs and a long poem, the Book of Lamentations.  Buried at 
his monastery of Narek, he was declared a Doctor of the Church in 2015.  
In the words of Pope Francis, he ‘learned to peer into the depths of the 
human soul and, by fusing poetry and prayer together, marked the 
pinnacle of both Armenian literature and spirituality.’ 
 
 

St David, Bishop, Patron of Wales (Feast) – 1 March: 
St David (+c.600) was born in south Wales.  We know little of his life; 
tradition says he founded a monastery at Mynyw (Menevia) and was 
consecrated bishop (according to legend in Jerusalem).  He lived an 
austere life.  Many Welsh monasteries claimed him as founder.  His cult 
spread quickly and in 1120 Pope Callistus II declared that two 
pilgrimages to his shrine at St Davids were equivalent to one to Rome.
