Blessed Virgin Mary, Mother of the Church (Memorial) – 25 May:
It is fitting that, the day after Pentecost, the birthday of the Church, Mary is honoured as Mother of the Church.  Though only introduced by Pope Francis in 2018, this celebration is noted in the writings of the early Church Fathers.  Mary is not only Mother of God but also mother of every Christian, entrusted to her care through the person of St John at the foot of the Cross.  In the words of St Paul VI: ‘the Blessed Mother of God, the New Eve, Mother of the Church, continues in heaven her maternal role with regard to Christ’s members, co-operating with the birth and growth of divine life in the souls of the redeemed.’

St Philip Neri, Priest (Memorial) – 26 May:
St Philip Neri (1515-1595) was born in Florence but spent most of his life in Rome and is known as the city’s ‘apostle’.  He had a mystical experience in the catacombs in 1644, when he ‘felt himself divinely filled with the power of the Spirit’, causing his heart to dilate.  Ordained in 1551, he founded the Congregation of the Oratory.  He was noted for his constant joy and the love he showed those who came to him for counsel or confession.

St Augustine of Canterbury (Feast) – 27 May:
St Augustine of Canterbury (+ c.604) was a monk at St Andrew’s on the Celian Hill in Rome.  He was sent by Pope St Gregory the Great to convert the English people.  Landing in Thanet, Kent in 597, he baptized King Ethelbert, and many of his subjects.  He founded a monastery and a cathedral at Canterbury, and established sees at Rochester and London.
